	To make a question in the Past Tense in English we normally put the auxiliary DID at the beginning of the question 

Both Do and Does in present tense questions become Did in past tense questions. 

Example 

Did you do your homework? 

Yes, I did 

No, I didn’t
	Past simple verb to be 

Affirmative: 

I/she/he/it → was        

You/we/they → were 

Negative 

I/she/he/it → wasn’t 

You/we/they → weren’t
